	Enter and View

The group were informed that the Enter and View team had met on 1st December 09. They identified that it was unlikely visits would commence before Christmas however, Roger Appleton expressed his view that he hoped things would be underway by their next meeting 7th January 10.

The initial visiting priorities identified by the Enter and View Team were:

1. Care homes – checking on transfers from home to hospital 

2. Visiting selected hospital wards – on busy discharge days, following the procedures via a patient perspective. 

Roger advised that care homes were rather complex and visits would require council agreement. He repeated the Executive decision that the first visit should be to a ward at St George's where discharges were taking place.

The group were updated that further administration was still required, including letters of introduction, name badges etc. Confirmation to be provided to the R&G group as to who would be carrying these out as well as an update of CRB’s outstanding. 

Concerns were raised regarding the lack of dates set for any visits. A meeting with members of the Executive would be taking place with St George’s in January and a scheduled of visit dates/places should be in place prior to this meeting.

It was suggested that contact be made with Avih Dosanjh, Nursing Manager of St George’s hospital or Leigh Jones, from Social Services regarding prospective wards to visit.

A request had been received from the Communication & Participation group for the production of a pilot easy read version of the LINk newsletter for £660. The R&G group agreed the expenditure.

A request for the loan of a laptop had been put forward by a member of the executive and a quote of £755 (including Microsoft office suite etc.) obtained by the HOST. 

At present two laptops had been obtained, one currently on loan to a member of the executive and the other used by the HOST for LINk matters. The R&G agreed the purchase of the additional laptop. Roger to discuss conditions of equipment loan with those concerned.     

The importance of members signing out equipment was stressed in addition to recalling the equipment on an annual basis for maintenance.
